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This letter concerns the Quality Assurance Team's (QAT) approval of expenditures of 
appropriated funds for major information resources projects.

This delegation is effective 
until August 31, 2017. 

The State Auditor's Office will continue to participate in all other activities and monitoring 
performed by the QAT, including but not limited to the QAT's oversight responsibilities.
